WHEREAS, in accordance with California Government Code 61045, (g) The board of directors shall 
adopt policies for the operation of the district, including, but not limited to, administrative policies, 
fiscal policies, personnel policies, and the purchasing policies; and 

WHEREAS, the District has the designated responsibility for the maintenance and administration of 
Wildlife Habitat Easements created throughout Saddle Creek; and 

WHEREAS, the Property deed restrictions exist prohibiting encroachment onto the Wildlife Easements 
and the District is responsible for enforcement of such restrictions, and the Board of Directors has 
directed the development of a policy detailing the easement enforcement process. 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE 
SADDLE CREEK COMMUNITY SERVICES DISTRICT DOES HEREBY approve the Easement 
Enforcement Policy contained herein as Exhibit A.
