WHEREAS, the Saddle Creek Community Services District (District) Board of !Ji rectors review, 
and accepts a monthly lrcasurcr·s report that includes statements of cash flows. account and 
investment balances, and budge! to actual reports: and 

WHEREAS, California Government Code Section 611 IO (a) states that on or before July I of each 
year or, for districts using two one-year budgets or a biennial budget, every other year, the board of 
directors may adopt a preliminary budget that conforms to generally accepted accounting and 
budgeting procedures for special districts; and 

WHEREAS. the District discussed the goals and objectives of the 2018-19 Budget preparation 
during its regular, public Board meetings held on April 17, 2018 and May 15, 2018; and 

WHEREAS, the District has prepared a Draft Final Budget for the 2018-19 Fiscal Year in 
accordance with the guidance and direction of the Board in public meetings; and 

WHEREAS, the Board has stated its intent 10 adopt a Final Budget for the 2018-19 Fiscal Year at its 
June 19, 2018 Regular Board meeting, and has c-auscd the preparation and publication of the required 
Notice of Public Hearing in the newspaper of general circulation, regarding final budget adoption: 
and 

WHEREAS. Article XIII B of the Constitution of the State of California was established in 
November of 1979 with the passage of Proposition 4 establishing a limit on spending by public 
agencies, including Special Districts, of funds from proceeds of taxes; and, 

WHEREAS, Government Code Section 790l(a) and (b) states a special district use the "Change in 
California per capita personal income" as published by the United States Department of Commerce 
in the Survey of Current Business and "Change in population" as estimated by the State of Cali fo rnia 
Department of Finance pursuant to Section 2228 of the Revenue and Taxation Code of each special 
district; and, 

WHEREAS, the annual calculation of the appropriations limit shall be reviewed as part of the 
annual financial audit per Section 1.5 of Article XIII B of the Constitutiun cf ttc State of California : 
and. 

WHEREAS, the fiscal 2018-19 proposed operating budget of $974,0,,0.00 is well below the 
calculated appropriations limit of $1 ,379,929.00. 

WHEREAS, said draft final draft 2018-19 Budget and Appropriations Li,iit CalcuiJ!io11 is included 
herein for consideration.
